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Cooloola Great Walk

Opened 27-March -2010

The Minister for Environment and Sustainable Resource Management,the Hon Kate Jones MP,
officially opened the new Cooloola Great Walk last Saturday.

The walk is 88km if using the inland route or 102km if you include the Double Island Point option.
By either route it is 5 days walking.

There are 4 walkers camps with hybrid toilet blocks and water collection structures, 7 new timber
foot bridges, 385 track markers and distance plaques.

The project included 82 kilometres of new track construction and the construction time was 3
years.

The southern entrance is on Maximillian Rd on the Noosa North Shore, accessed by the Noosa
River ferry, drive or walk on, no bookings required, 5:30 am to late daily.

The northern entrance is the Carlo Sandblow carpark on Cooloola Drive, Rainbow Beach, a short
walk from the shops. There are scheduled bus services to Tewantin and Rainbow Beach.

The ' great!'walk cooloola ' topographic map is a superb production, with each day's walk
mapped separately onhandy section maps mostly at a scale of 1: 40,000. The whole route is also
shown at a scale of 1: 100,000. There is a gradient profile, and a table of emergency assembly
areas with grid references and GPS ceordinates. The compass bearing to follow when crossing the
Cooloola Sandpatch is also shown. There is information on safety, minimum impact bushwalking,
and local retail and accommodation facilities.

It was with some relief that we piled out of
bed, dressed quickly and raced out fora cup
of coffee and wait for the taxi.

After about 1.25 hours we arrived at the
carpark in the Walls of Jerusalem National
Park, arranged with the taxi to pick us up on
day 5 at a car park further south, and sorted
our packs to start the walk. Just 4 nights ago |
was in excruciating pain, (upper left leg and
lower back), so much so that | had headed to
the emergency section of the Hobart Private
Hospital for treatment.

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The terrain to Lake Ball was boggy and
spongy with a covering of thick button grass.
There is no single defined track from here
until we reached Lake Ball where we picked
up the occasional official marker and a very
defined track. Camping at Lake Ball was on a
small promontory within a short distance of

the old hut overlooking the lake.

Lake Ball Campsite

All the huts along the track were not ideal for
spending a night in unless under extreme
conditions. Vegetation was scrubby but the
multi -coloured sedge beds at the eastern end
of the lake appeared to be manicured. Nature
at its finest. Vegetation along the track to
Lake Adelaide changed to forest of stunted
snow gums and yellow gums with a rocky
outcrop from which the views over the
northern end of Lake Adelaide were
magnificent. The track on to Lake Meston was
rootbound and rocky but the camp area was a
thick grassy verge looking out across the lake.
Very idyllic.

After leaving Lake Meston hut we lost the
main track what with countless tracks

heading off up the steep rocky incline only to
peter out after short distances. The vegetation
at this stage had become shrubby with
thicken leaves with sharp points and tough
stems growing up the steep and rocky incline.
Difficult and painful to push through. We

therefore decided not to go back to where we
lost the main track or try any more tracks but

to push on to the top of the plateau keeping to
the east of the cliffs of Mt Ragoona. We
reached the side track which led to the
summit of Mt Rogoona and finally got back

on the main track again. Our route seemed to
coincide with that of a 2007 tramp (the trek

notes of which we researched before our

tramp). We follow ed this track to Lake Myrtle
the northern end of which had a good
campsite but was exposed to chilly winds. We
passed some interesting cascades on a terrain
similar to parts of Girraween. We finally
reached our final campsite on the northern
shores of Lake Bill at the southern end of
Blizzard Plains. Blizzard by name and
blizzard by natur eé
Lake Bill campsite was exposed and with the
strong wind it was difficult to obtain water
from the lake. The whole area is covered with
tarns and large lakes so we carried only
sufficient water for immediate drinking
purposes to keep the weight down. We
carried a steri pen which used UV to treat
water we obtained from the lakes and tarns.
We managed to get the tent up and sufficient
water for the constitutional tubed coffee and
milk and then dinner between the waves of
showers passing through. Up until this
inclement weather we did enjoy pleasant
sunny warm weather but kept thinking that it
couldno6t | ast.

The following morning we awoke to a layer of
frost over the tent and had no option but to

pack up a wet tent (which was only opened to
dry out once back in Brisbane) and head off to
the car park without stopping for breakfast.

We did manage to boil the billy and enjoy a
cup of ( yes you guessed ittubed coffee and
milk while waiting for the taxi. First stop the
coffee shop in Deloraine!

The Walls of Jerusalem National Park covers
a large area with many isolated walking
tracks on the western side and a number of
walking tracks connecting with the Overland
Track and Cradle Mountain Lake St Clair
national park on the eastern side.
