SUNSHINE COAST THROUGH WALK

We crossed the creek on a number
of occasions over bridges or should that be causeways made from whatever was close by-like rocks,
tree trunks etc.

We stopped mid morning for a long smoko in a shaded water course next to the track which had
plenty of large rocks for seats. Further along the track with the temp rising quickly we came across
a very large pooled area of water in the creek which looked ever so inviting for a dip. At noon we
had reached a junction where we saw a vehicle and large tent on the other side of the creek. On
closer inspection it turned out another track had intersected which was meant for cyclists,
motorbikes etc. We continued on a short way when we now encountered a long climb up a zig zag
track in searing heat in very sparse woodlands to our campsite at Thilba Thalba.
